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I. Students take their meals, and they cannot go back to take more if they are still
hungry?

A: Students in grade |-3 of elementary school can go back and add meals for
free. Although the mode is a la carte from the fourth grade, you can also go to the set
menu window of teppanyaki plate and noodles to choose the set menu and add it for
free. The a la carte rice and soup are also refilled free of charge.

2. Waiting period is too long before going inside canteen?

A: The school must consider the student’s actual needs, after the internal
investigation, then make detailed plans.
